ki How does one become an AIS judge you might ask?
Becoming an AIS judge takes time, dedication and
money. It also means having a great deal of fun!!! A judge must have a thor-
ough knowledge of all types of irises. This is gained by growing irises, visiting
other gardens, attending training sessions and participating in iris shows. Un-
derstanding the difference between judging in the garden and on the show
bench is a must.

As a representative of the American Iris Society, a judge should promote the
organization by participating in local, regional and national activities, writing
articles for publication, and speaking to horticulture groups about irises.

When applying to become an AlS judge, one should meet the following re-
quirements: 1) Be a member of AlS, and maintain three (3) years of continu-
ous membership before becoming an Apprentice judge; 2) Own a current copy
of the fiHandbook for Judges and Show
AIS Storefront. 3) Make application for entry into the Judges Training Pro-

gram.

In Region 13, a letter or phone call to the JTC is all that is all that is necessary
to begin the process. Once you request for an application is received, one will
be mailed out to you to complete, sign and return. A detailed list of require-
ments will also be included. The current Region 13 Judges Training chairper-
son is Ann Booth, 6117 181 SW, Edmonds, WA 98026; phone is 4243
3066, and email isnnbooth_hr@hotmail.conHope to hear from you soon!!!

The name of the variety or seedling
number should be clearly marked on each rhizome. In addition, the following
information should accompany each variety on a separate packing list:

T Hybridizerds name and address

1 Name or seedling number of the variety

1 Type of iris (Siberian, Species, Sp¥cetc)

1 Height, color, distinguishing features

91 Year of introduction (if applicable)

The packing list should include the contributors email address to re-
ceive an electronic receipt. Absent of an email address a receipt will be mailed
to all contributors.

If a guest seedling is later named, it will be the responsibility of the
hybridizer to notify the Guest Iris Chair of change. Updates should include
name and corresponding seedling number.

Shortly before the convention, contributors will be asked for instruc-
tions regarding disposition of the plants. Failure to reply by April 1, 2015 will
be interpreted as permission to destroy all seedlings, and distributed named
varieties, one to each host garden and the rest as determined by the Convention
Committee.No rhizomes will be offered for sale on the internet or other
means which compete with sales by the contribut@siest iris returned will
be sent freight paid, except for foreign addresses.

The Convention Committee and the owners of the host gardens will
strictly adhere to the Code of Ethics as printed in the AIS Convention Hand-
book. The Convention Committee and host gardens will not be responsible for
losses beyond their control.

Cascadia Iris Gardens in the Maltby area was our last stop on Saturday. It
was reached by a short hi ke up a tre
a round of applause with a skillfully executed U turn at the country crossroad.

An invigorating woodsy fragrance filled the air from fresh fir chip paths
which separated large raised garden beds. The bearded irises were in this
location accented with whimsical ironwork sculptures which accented the
flowers: aregal eagle in flight, a miniature, curly dragon, a giant whirlygig and
a delicate wire nest holding three crystal eggs which sparkled with reflected
light.

Irises of particular note in these beds wekkerlife' TB 2012 (Marky
Smith), 'lvory Ghost' TB 2007(Richardson) and the Region 13 favorite TB
'King of the Road' (Larry Lauer) A tent and picnic tables laden with baking,
fruit, coffee and icy drinks were all much appreciated by the visitors. Folks
wandered the paths with snacks in hand , took endless photos, relaxed and

chatted with friends and filled out ballot sheets.

Below the iris beds was an extensive vegetable
garden and to the side of the house were row
after row of tidy nursery beds filled with a rain-
bow of beardless iris.

Garden Four was the perfect finale to our Sat-
urday tour: welcome sunshine, delicious refresh-
ments, a scenic hillside view and a wide variety
of beautiful irises.
